Report regarding the new resident
dining program at UofL and University
Resident Hall:

· Larry Owsley, UofL Vice President
reported on the development that is
now under construction at Third St. and
Brandeis Ave. adjacent to the Univer-
sity Tower Resident Hall. The new resi-
dent dining program will include five
venues. Larry said the venues will be
completed in April 2010 and will be
open this summer for conferences and
fully open for students this fall and in-
cluded as part of the students meal plan.
The venues are:

The Flying Star Diner will give a
new twist to the traditional Route 66
diner concept and offer a hearty fresh
breakfast at any time of the day. Also,
Philly Steaks, New York style Reubens,
New England Yankee pot roast, Hot
Turkey and Stuffing sandwich and nu-

merous other items.
Magellan’s will offer

Asian, Indian, Moroc-
can, Mexican, African
and other cuisines
around the world featur-
ing Sizzling Fajitas,
Chicken & Broccoli

Dimsum, Bhindi Curry, Wok Charred
Shrimp with Stir Fried Vegetables and
other delights.

Panino’s Deli will feature homemade
soups and panini, wraps, pitas, your
choice of bread, meat, cheese, veg-
etables, toppings, and fillings. Breads
are freshly baked at the deli each day.

Wild Mushroom will provide Red
Pepper & Zucchini Quiche, Curried
Tofu with Jasmine Rice, Butter Bean &
Potato Stew, and Baked Papaya. In
season locally grown Kentucky pro-
duce will be featured.

Bella Trattoria  or “Fusion Italian”
featuring Mediterranean dishes includ-

ing Orecchieite with Broccoli & Pine
Nuts, Rigatoni with Vodka Sauce &

Larry also reported on the follow-
ing:

· Eastern Parkway Reconstruc-
tion

Eastern Parkway from 3rd St. east
up to the overpass has been completed.
Eastern Parkway will be closed until the
overpass work is completed which is
expected to be completed  in June 2010.

The State has designated Crittenden
Drive and Central Ave. as the official
truck route which will divert trucks
away from 3rd St. & Eastern Parkway.

Larr y Owsley, UofL Vice Presiden

New UofL dining facility.
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Larry agreed to look at planting ad-
ditional shade trees to replace the large
lacebark elm many of which were se-
verely damaged during last winter’s ice
storm and later removed.

· Extension of Cardinal Blvd.
thr ough to 7th St. and connecting
into the Park Hill development.

Larry noted that the first step in ac-
complishing the extension would require
purchasing the Standard Oil property
which is being discussed presently.

He also stated that an at-grade
crossing at the railroad will depend on
funding.

The increase in traffic in the neigh-
borhood as a result of recent adjacent
residential developments including the
Province, the Bellamy and the Scholar
House was discussed and the need for
Metro  Government to undertake a traf-
fic study within the area was requested.

Redevelopment of Masterson’s
Site

A public hearing in regard to the re-
developments and rezoning of the
Masterson’s site recently took place
before the Metro Planning Commission.

Chase Sorrick of Investment Prop-
erty Advisors, Valparaiso, IN was
present to review the proposed devel-
opment with PIC and to respond to
questions and concerns.

Chase stated that the proposed resi-

dential development will be a quality
development and include 516 residents
in the new buildings and 38 residents in
the existing buildings at 3rd & Bloom
Streets.

Two hundred and sixty-six parking
spaces will be provided on site and 375
parking spaces will be provided off-site
on UofL property.

The development will include 30,000
sq. ft. of commercial use on the ground
floor facing Cardinal Blvd.

Perspectives and other plan informa-
tion can be reviewed at the Information
Center.

Increased traffic remains the primary
concern and PIC recommends focus on
a traffic study.

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Treyton Oak Towers
named “Best Senior
Residence”

More than 25 years after the first steel
beam was erected, and the first brick
set in mortar, Treyton Oak Towers was
named by Louisville Magazine as “Best
Senior Living Residence”. Every year,
Louisville Magazine highlights fifty of
Louisville’s finest shopping, dining,
media and other offerings. “We’ve
worked really hard to earn the respect
of the community” says Assistant
Administrator and 23-year Treyton Oak
veteran, Ann George.

Longtime Walnut Street Baptist
Church pastor, Dr. Wayne Dehoney,
and several other dedicated church
members, were firm believers that Old
Louisville could serve middle to upper
income seniors. Housing needs for this
sector of the population simply were not
being met, therefore after intense study
and planning, Treyton Oak Towers
became a reality. Dr. Dehoney was often
heard to say, “If you see a hurt, heal it;
if you see a need fill it”.

In 1975, Norton Infirmary, which sat
behind Walnut Street Baptist Church
between 2nd and 3rd Streets went up for
sale.  At the time, the asking price was
$2,000,000.  According to The
Courier Journal, church members and
astonished business leaders alike,

viewed the decision to purchase the
property as a “real estate white
elephant”.  After much negotiation
Norton sold the property to Walnut
Street Baptist for $550,000.  A
substantial gift of $200,000 came from
a TV viewer who had never attended
Walnut Street.

Located at Third and Oak streets,
originally Treyton Oak Towers
consisted of 209 apartments and a 60
bed health care center in a twelve story
complex. Dr. Dehoney indicated that the
“overall concept” of Treyton Oak
Towers was “to provide an environment
where seniors can live independently”.

In April of 1984, Treyton Oak
welcomed it’s first resident, Mr. Clifford
Wallis. After more than 25 years, Mr.
Wallis still happily lives in his same
apartment and regularly welcomes new
residents on their first day of arrival.

Today, Treyton Oak Towers offers
165 independent living apartments, 40
Personal Care apartments and the 60
bed Wayne Dehoney Health and
Rehabilitation Center.  To learn more,

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Dear Old Louisville Residents:

Since 2005, the Visitor’s Center,
sponsored by the Old Louisville
Chamber of Commerce and located at
218 West Oak Street has been
welcoming tourists, out-of-area visitors
and conventioneers to our
neighborhood.  Through projects like
the Ghost Tours, and the Mansions and
Milestones Bus Tours, as well as the
highly popular Walking Tours, these
outsiders have an opportunity to see our
neighborhood as the historic and
beautiful gem that it is, free of the
stereotypes that in the past have
dampened enthusiasm for living and
working in Old Louisville.

This influx of new people is a boon,
not only to local business, but it is also
a great benefit to the residents.  While
some of these visitors will hopefully stay
in our local Bed and Breakfasts or eat
at our local restaurants, some may also
consider Old Louisville as a place to
live, keeping up our property values by
buying our homes when they come up
for sale or renting an apartment for
themselves or their children.

For most of its existence, the Visitor’s
Center has received support from our
councilman and the Louisville Visitors
and Convention Bureau.  However, due
to the current economic downturn and

Metro Louisville’s budgetary
constraints, the Visitor’s Center has lost
all of this funding.  Without this support,
the Visitor’s Center’s economic viability
and even its continued existence is at
risk.

In an effort to raise desperately
needed funds, the Old Louisville
Chamber of Commerce is holding a
Progressive Dinner, “Dining at the
Mansions”, on Sunday, March 14,
2010, between 5:00 p.m. and 9:00 p.m.
The dinner will be in three parts.  First,
we will meet in an historic venue for
wine and appetizers (furnished pro bone
by local restaurants).  Then, we will
adjourn to the homes of various local
residents were we will dine on a
sumptuous home cooked meal.  Finally,
we will again join together at the original
venue for dessert (again provided by
our local restaurants), coffee and
champagne.
